CREATING ANEW STUDY WITHIN A HISTORIC HOUSE

Charles Taylor Woodwork was commissioned to design and build bookecases with an integral secret doorway to form a
new study within one of the rarely vused but important rooms in one of Scotland’s historic houses. The secret doorway
provides discrete access to a corridor, and serves to conceal a less attractive 19th century doorway.
The design bnet involved the whole room, remaoving 20th century work and reinstating period features, as well as renovating
the floor, windows and shutters. The book case design closely relates with the room’s main features including the incredible

7th century plaster ceiling. The study is not vet fully in use and much of the collection of antiquarian books, that have been
lovingly gathered over many years, is still needing to be incorporated into the shelving,
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
