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Taylor Woodwork was commssioned in January to design a library within a South Edinburgh family home, The final scheme,

in Oak, closely integrates with the architectural features of the room. It incorporates an adapted press cupboard, with matching
skirting and cornice that relates to the pattern of the existing picture rail. In order to gain safe access to the high shelves, the library
features traditional library steps set on a specially made brass rail on a shelf edge. The need to incorporate IT equipment was
identified during the planming stages and the computer hardware was discretely built into the woodwork during construction so as
to hide cables and peripheral equipment,
